Here are the links and forms you will need to enroll your students for the AIM Performance Exams. All forms or links
mentioned herein are also available on our website. (If you go to our website, go to the “AIM” page and scroll to the
bottom for the forms and links, the “Forms” page does not seem to work properly with every browser.) Everything is
due by the enrollment deadline of Friday, February 1, 2028 enrollments will be allowed after that date. These are
the steps you need to follow to enroll your students in the Performance exams.

1. Complete the student enrollment form. (You may want to enroll your students instead of the parents enrolling them
as often this causes errors.) The link

After last year’s wonderful honors recital, we will have one again this year to recognize those AIM
students Level 5 and above who perform exceptionally well on their exams. This will be held on
Sunday, April 7 at 4:00 at Trinity Episcopal Church, after the regular student recital.

As you prepare your students and prepare to judge, think about the following guidelines for inclusion
in this event:
* Must be Level 5 and higher
Must be a fully-memorized and confident performance
Must be fluent and at an appropriate tempo
Must pay exceptional attention to detail and musicality
Select only the best 1 of the 3 pieces you hear
Consider performance of repertoire only, not technique
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If you do not hear any performance that is exceptional, you do not need to nominate anyone. If you
hear a lot of students Level 5 and above, you may nominate up to 3 superb perform aces in the order
you wish them to be included. Be sure to indicate which piece they are to perform. When we see how
many are nominated and how much time we have, then we can decide which performances will be
included.
